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After the primer has �ashed off (dry to the touch), unfold the top membrane back over the secured bottom 
membrane with the release liner still in place.

REMOVE RELEASE LINER

UNFOLD TOP MEMBRANE

Remove the release liner from the top membrane by peeling it back at a 45° angle from the seam. Ensure the liner 
is kept horizontal while pulling.

Thoroughly clean and prime the area over the screws and plates where the adhesive tape will be applied. Be sure to 
prime at least ½" beyond the edge of the tape.

RELAX AND ALIGN
Roll out the membrane and allow to relax.  The membrane’s pre-taped edge should be aligned to the bottom 
sheet’s lap line with a 6" overlap.

Fold back the top membrane with the pre-taped seam 
and af�x it with JM EPDM Tape Primer Plus

bar is used for fastening, roll in both edges of the bar.
